From the Pastor’s Study  
 
From today’s newspaper: “Two cities joined Monday in a mutually 
reinforcing cycle of angst and fear that shook the nation’s political and 
financial foundations and sent the Dow spiraling into its worst one-day 
loss.” 
 

The unrelenting message from the news seems to be, “Be afraid, be very afraid.”  One would 
think that the great depression is upon us and that we will all be out on the streets as our 
foreclosed houses sit empty.  Can it be only a little more than a year ago that the financial 
experts were telling us that all these new financial instruments spread the risk around so that 
never again would we have a crash.  Any downturn in the economy would be mild and brief 
and we would have a soft landing.  A wise man (my father) once told me that anytime the 
economic “experts” start saying, “This time it’s different.  The old rules no longer apply.”  it is 
time to start worrying. 
 
As the experts and the professionals go into panic mode, maybe it is time for us in the church 
to step back and get some perspective.  First let us acknowledge that a lot of the panic 
comes from hype.  The Dow may have had its biggest point loss ever but it did not even 
come close to the biggest percentage loss.  There are still many strengths to our country.  
We are not on the verge of becoming a failed society like Somalia.   
 
Even if things were much worse, our faith is not in the economy or in the government or in the 
market or in the experts.  Our faith is in the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.  In his 
second letter to the Corinthians Paul wrote, “For this slight momentary affliction is preparing 
us for an eternal weight of glory beyond all measure, because we look not at what can be 
seen but at what cannot be seen; for what can be seen is temporary, but what cannot be 
seen is eternal.”  (2 Cor. 4: 17-18)  Our hope does not reside in the value of our 401k’s or our 
pension funds.  Our hope is in the one who raised Jesus Christ from the dead and will give 
life to our mortal bodies also.   
 
At a time when the professionals are in panic mode (only institutional investors could have 
caused that big a drop in the market in one day), we in the church know that our life does not 
depend on our portfolios or the value of our real estate or our credit rating or our ability to get 
a loan tomorrow.  Our life depends on the God of love who “so loved the world that he gave 
his son.”  When the word of the day is “fear” we have the antidote.  “There is no fear in love, 
but perfect love casts out fear.”  (1 John 4:18a)  That perfect love comes not from us, but 
from the God who loves us with a perfect love.  “We love because ‘God’ first loved us.”  (I 
John 4:19)
